2. Course Description
This is a first-year essay course in French, providing an introduction to French Studies, with
an emphasis on language, culture, and various forms of expression and analysis.
FRE 1900E aims to improve your ability to speak and write in French, but it's not your
traditional French grammar class.

Each week, students will also explore a text from the Francophone world and discuss a
business column published in the daily newspaper Le Monde. We will cover specific
grammar or vocabulary skills found in the material.

During the Fall Term, we’ll study a podcast based on the true story of the “French
Connection" drug trafficking operation, allowing us to travel from Southern France to Cuba,
from Montreal to New York City. During the winter Term, we’ll study a podcast exploring the
work of journalists covering the LuxLeaks/Panama Papers story.

Every Thursday (except on test days), there will be a dictée, based on an excerpt taken from
a novel, a play or a poem. This will be assessed by students themselves.

A dedicated “wild card” space will be available for the students to bring to the table a
French language topic of their choice.

Assignments will consist of, quizzes, tests, and a final paper where students will discuss the
column or the story that they enjoyed the most during the year.

FRE 1900E aims to improve your ability to speak and write in French while exploring French
and Francophone literature and current affairs from a French-based perspective.

Travail final a la maison/Final take home exam : Length 1500 to 2000 words. Student will be

able to select an economics article from Le Monde or a literary text studied in class for their essay.
Alternatively, students may write their essay on one of the podcasts studied in class. Students
will have to present a draft and discuss it individually during the last class of the Winter term in an
oral presentation. The essay will feature some mandatory rules such as the use of certain tenses.
Due date to take home exam to be determined according to the official exam schedule.
30% (5% for the oral presentation and the rough draft, 25% for the final paper).

Prerequisite and Antirequisite Information

Students whose absences are expected to last longer than 48 hours, or where the other conditions
detailed in the policy are not met (e.g., work is worth more than 30% of the final grade, the student has
already used 2 self-reported absences, the absence is during the final exam period), may receive academic
consideration by submitting a Student Medical Certificate (for illness) or other appropriate documentation
(for compassionate grounds).

Policy on Academic Consideration for a Medical/ Non-Medical Absence

(a) Consideration on Medical Grounds for assignments worth less than 10% of final grade:
Consult Instructor Directly and Contact Academic Advising

When seeking consideration on medical grounds for assignments worth less than 10% of the final course
grade, and if the student has exceeded the maximum number of permissible Self-Reported absences, the
student should contact the instructor directly. The student need only share broad outlines of the medical
situation. The instructor may require the student to submit documentation to the academic advisors, in
which case she or he will advise the student and inform the academic advisors to expect documentation. If
documentation is requested, the student will need to complete and submit the Student Medical Certificate.
The instructor may not collect medical documentation. The advisors will contact the instructor when the
medical documentation is received, and will outline the severity and duration of the medical challenge as
expressed on the Student Medical Certificate and in any other supporting documentation. The student will
be informed that the instructor has been notified of the presence of medical documentation, and will be
instructed to work as quickly as possible with the instructor on an agreement for accommodation.

(b) Consideration on Non-Medical Grounds: Consult Huron Support Services/Academic
Advising, or email huronsss@uwo.ca.

Students seeking academic consideration for a non-medical absence (e.g. varsity sports, religious,
compassionate, or bereavement) will be required to provide appropriate documentation where the
conditions for a Self-Reported Absence have not been met, including where the student has exceeded the
maximum number of permissible Self-Reported. All consideration requests must include a completed
Consideration Request Form.
