Prerequisite(s): Third or fourth year honours standing in Philosophy or registration in the 
Diploma in Art Therapy Program.  
Antirequisite(s): Philosophy 3023F/G.  
 
Content 
 
Nowadays, the word “aesthetics” is often used to mean the philosophy of art in 2021, this course 
will be about one artform in particular – photography. The philosophy of art deals with a variety of 
issues: for example, the value of experiencing the work of art, the expressiveness of art, the 
nature of artistic representation, the relationship between and truth, the relation between art and 
the art market, the structure of an “artworld public”, the function of art in society. In the history of 
the arts, photography is a relative newcomer; and its special, modern, technological nature raises 
particular problems for our understanding of how photography fits into the group and much older 
visual artforms (drawing, painting, sculpture, lithography, etc.) 
 

 
Objectives 
 
Students will familiarize themselves at least a few of the nuts and bolts of modern philosophical 
thinking about the arts in general. They will learn to develop comparative evaluations of the 
plausibility of fairly abstract philosophical views about aunt in the light of actual photographs 
taken between the 19th century in the present. In the course of this, they will familiarize 
themselves with the way that philosophers of art have tried to illuminate the nature and value of 
artworks. Students will learn to present in writing succinct statements of theoretical positions, and 
to apply these positions to concrete examples. 
 
Course Method 

 
Lecture; with professor/student and student/professor question/answer exchanges. 
 
This course will be taught synchronously – that is, live on the Zoom platform, on the days of the 
week and at the times specified in the University’s official timetable. Within approximately two 
hours of the end of the synchronous lecture-and-discussion, a complete recording of the class will 
be posted on the OWL site for this course. The aim is that the recordings should be audiovisual 
recordings. Lately, however, there have been occasions when a complete audiovisual recording 
cannot be uploaded to OWL, but a complete audio recording can be uploaded. My aim is to 
produce audiovisual recordings. This is more regularly achievable with smaller files than with 
larger files. So, it is possible that the recordings of classes on the two-hour days will only consist 
of audio files only. 
 
The recordings for all the meetings will remain up on the OWL site until the final exam for the 
course has been written. On the advice of the University, students are not permitted to make their

own recordings of the classes. Question-and-answer exchanges between students and the 
professor can occur in the usual way. As a result of a directive from Western’s main campus, 
students will not be able to make use of the chat device in Zoom to submit written questions. 
Since there are no participation marks in this course, no student will ever be required to appear 
on the screen or to say anything out loud while the live recording of the class is taking place. In 
that way, their anonymity can be protected at their own discretion. So, students should be able to 
preserve their privacy and anonymity if they so desire, despite the fact that the classes will be 
recorded. However, for students who do not wish to raise questions in the context of a recorded 
meeting, I am perfectly happy to receive, and address, questions submitted to me by email.

Assessment: 
 
Students’ grades will be determined on the basis of two short essays for which no outside 
research is required – each 5-6 pages in length, and each worth 35% – for a total of 70%. 
 
There will also be a scheduled final examination worth 30%, designed so that it could be 
completed within two hours. You will have, however, 48 hours in which to complete it.  
 

1. The due dates for the essays are Thursday February 11; and Thursday, March 11. 
The essays MUST be submitted on owl.ca by 11:59 PM on the relevant due dates. For 
each essay, the topic will appear on owl.ca at approximately 10 AM exactly one week 
preceding the due date. The topic will not be handed out in class. Note that you have no 
more than one week in which to complete each assignment. Obviously, you need 
to arrange your work schedule appropriately. 
 
Under no circumstances will extensions be granted. Students who fail to submit an 
essay on time must consult the Academic Counsellor. In such a case, if there is a 
recommendation from the Academic Counsellor, the remaining essay assignments 
will be re-weighted. Notwithstanding the above, students who FOR ANY REASON 
ALL AT fail to submit three or more of the essays on time will not be permitted to 
write the final exam. 

 
 

2. The final exam will be written during the final exam period to be handed in at 11:59 PM 
on the date specified for the exam by the University. The exam questions will be posted 
on OWL at approximately 48 hours earlier. 
 
Students who for any reason at all miss the scheduled final exam and are granted 
permission to write the special final on the date specified by the College must understand 
that both the content and the format of the special final may be different from the 
regularly scheduled final exam.

Prerequisite and Antirequisite Information  

Students are responsible for ensuring that they have successfully completed all course 

prerequisites and that they have not completed any course antirequisites. Unless you have either 

the requisites for this course or written special permission from your Dean to enrol in it without 

them, you may be removed from this course and it will be deleted from your record. If you enrol 

in this course despite having already taken an antirequisite you may be removed from this course 

and it will be deleted from your record. Removals for these reasons may not be appealed. You 

will receive no adjustment to your fees in the event that you are dropped from a course for failing 

to have the necessary prerequisites or for having already taken the antirequisites.

Academic Integrity: Importance and Impact 

Being at university means engaging with a variety of communities in the pursuit and sharing of 

knowledge and understanding in ways that are clear, respectful, efficient, and 

productive.  University communities have established norms of academic integrity to ensure 

responsible, honest, and ethical behavior in the academic work of the university, which is best 

done when sources of ideas are properly and fully acknowledged and when responsibility for 

ideas is fully and accurately represented.

Computer-Marked Tests/Exams 

Computer-marked multiple-choice tests and/or exams may be subject to submission for similarity 

review by software that will check for unusual coincidences in answer patterns that may indicate 

cheating. 

 

Clickers 

Personal Response Systems (“clickers”) may be used in some classes.  If clickers are to be used in 

a class, it is the responsibility of the student to ensure that the device is activated and functional.  

Students must see their instructor if they have any concerns about whether the clicker is 

malfunctioning.  Students must use only their own clicker. If clicker records are used to compute 

a portion of the course grade: 

• the use of somebody else’s clicker in class constitutes a scholastic offence 

• the possession of a clicker belonging to another student will be interpreted as an attempt 

to commit a scholastic offence.

Academic Consideration for Missed Work 

Students who are seeking academic consideration for missed work during the semester may 

submit a self-reported absence form online provided that the absence is 48 hours or less and the 

other conditions specified in the Senate policy at 

https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/Academic_Consideration_for_absenc

es.pdf  are met. 

 

Students whose absences are expected to last longer than 48 hours, or where the other conditions 

detailed in the policy are not met (e.g., work is worth more than 30% of the final grade, the 

student has already used 2 self-reported absences, the absence is during the final exam period), 

may receive academic consideration by submitting a Student Medical Certificate (for illness) or 

other appropriate documentation (for compassionate grounds).  The Student Medical Certificate is 

available online at 

https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/medicalform.pdf . 

All students pursuing academic consideration, regardless of type, must contact their instructors no 

less than 24 hours following the end of the period of absence to clarify how they will be expected 

to fulfill the academic responsibilities missed during their absence. Students are reminded that 

they should consider carefully the implications of postponing tests or midterm exams or 

delaying submission of work, and are encouraged to make appropriate decisions based on 

their specific circumstances.

Students who have conditions for which academic accommodation is appropriate, such as 

disabilities or ongoing or chronic health conditions, should work with Accessible Education 

Services to determine appropriate forms of accommodation. 

 

Requests for Academic Consideration Using the Self-Reported Absence Form 

Students who experience an unexpected illness or injury or an extenuating circumstance (48 

hours or less) that is sufficiently severe to temporarily render them unable to meet academic 

requirements (e.g., attending lectures or labs, writing tests or midterm exams, completing and 

submitting assignments, participating in presentations) should self-declare using the online Self-

Reported Absence portal.  This option should be used in situations where the student expects to 

resume academic responsibilities within 48 hours or less.   

 

Please note the following conditions that are in place for self-reporting of medical or extenuating 

circumstances: 

• Students will be allowed a maximum of two self-reported absences between September 

and April and one self-reported absence between May and August; 

• Any absences in excess of the number designated in clause a above, regardless of 

duration, will require students to present a Student Medical Certificate (SMC), signed by 

a licensed medical or mental health practitioner, detailing the duration and severity of 

illness, or appropriate documentation supporting extenuating circumstances to the 

Academic Counselling unit in their Faculty of registration no later than two business days 

after the date specified for resuming responsibilities.  

• Self-reported absences will not be allowed for scheduled final examinations; for midterm 

examinations scheduled during the December examination period; or for final lab 

examinations scheduled during the final week of term. 

• Self-reporting may not be used for assessments (e.g. midterm exams, tests, reports, 

presentations, or essays) worth more than 30% of any given course. 

• Students must be in touch with their instructors no later than 24 hours after the end of 

the period covered by the Self-Reported Absence form, to clarify how they will be 

expected to fulfil the academic expectations they may have missed during the absence.

Policy on “Academic” Accommodation - Medical / Non-Medical Grounds  

 

(a) Medical Grounds for assignments worth 10% or more of final grade: Go directly 

to Huron Support Services/ Academic Advising, or email huronsss@uwo.ca . 

 

University Senate policy, which can be found at, 
https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/accommodation_medical.pdf , 

requires that all student requests for accommodation on medical grounds for assignments worth 

10% or more of the final grade be made directly to the academic advising office of the home 

faculty (for Huron students, the “home faculty” is Huron), with supporting documentation in the 

form (minimally) of the Senate-approved Student Medical Certificate found at: 

https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/medicalform.pdf . 

 

The documentation is submitted in confidence and will not be shown to instructors. The advisors 

will contact the instructor when the medical documentation is received, and will outline the 

severity and duration of the medical challenge as expressed on the Student Medical Certificate

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and in any other supporting documentation. The student will be informed that the instructor has 

been notified of the presence of medical documentation, and will be instructed to work as quickly 

as possible with the instructor on an agreement for accommodation. 

 

 The instructor will not normally deny accommodation where appropriate medical documentation 

is in place and where the duration it describes aligns with the due date(s) of assignment(s). Before 

denying a request for accommodation on medical grounds, the instructor will consult with the 

Dean. The instructor’s decision is appealable to the Dean. 

 

(b) Accommodation on Medical Grounds for assignments worth less than 10% of 

final grade: Consult Instructor Directly 

 

When seeking accommodation on medical grounds for assignments worth less than 10% of the 

final course grade, the student should contact the instructor directly. The student need only share 

broad outlines of the medical situation. The instructor may require the student to submit 

documentation to the academic advisors, in which case she or he will advise the student and 

inform the academic advisors to expect documentation. The instructor may not collect medical 

documentation. The advisors will contact the instructor when the medical documentation is 

received, and will outline the severity and duration of the medical challenge as expressed on the 

Student Medical Certificate and in any other supporting documentation. The student will be 

informed that the instructor has been notified of the presence of medical documentation, and will 

be instructed to work as quickly as possible with the instructor on an agreement for 

accommodation. 

 

The instructor will not normally deny accommodation where appropriate medical documentation 

is in place and where the duration it describes aligns with the due date(s) of assignment(s). Before 

denying a request for accommodation on medical grounds, the instructor will consult with the 

Dean. The instructor’s decision is appealable to the Dean. 

 

(c) Non-Medical Grounds: Consult Huron Support Services/ Academic Advising 

 

Where the grounds for seeking accommodation are not medical (e.g. varsity sports, religious, 

compassionate, bereavement) the student should contact an academic advisor directly. All 

accommodation requests must include a completed Accommodation Request Form. Late 

penalties may apply at the discretion of the instructor.  

 

Where a student seeks accommodation on non-medical grounds where confidentiality is a 

concern, the student should approach an academic advisor with any documentation available. The 

advisors will contact the instructor after the student’s request is received, and will outline the 

severity and duration of the challenge without breaching confidence. The student will be 

informed that the instructor has been notified that significant circumstances are affecting or have 

affected the student’s ability to complete work, and the student will be instructed to work as 

quickly as possible with the instructor on an agreement for accommodation. Before denying a 

request for accommodation where documentation has been submitted to an academic advisor, the 

instructor will consult with the Dean. The instructor’s decision is appealable to the Dean.
