A Note on the Purpose of Office Hours:

 to help you develop the ideas you already have; to help you look 

at things in alternative ways; to make you aware of anything that is 

relevant that you may not have come upon in the research you 

have already done.  

  

So, I cannot answer questions such as, “Is this thesis sentence OK” 

because in so doing I become a co-author of your work while, at the 

same time, discouraging you from independent, capable thought.  What I 

can do is help you think more carefully about what you already have in 

mind, help you see what you do and do not know, what you intend to 

argue and what evidence you have to support your contentions.   

 

Also, the office hour immediately prior to an assignment’s due date has 

the same number of minutes in it as do other hours.  If you leave it to 

the last minute before an assignment is due to come to an Office Hour, 

there is no guarantee that others in the class have been any better 

organized than you and so there may be no available time.  Plan 

accordingly.

Course Description: 

 In 1859 Charles Darwin published On The Origin of Species and in so doing 

set fire to centuries-old, cherished beliefs about the place we occupy in 

creation.  Those who accepted the validity of the science seldom found it 

emotionally easy to accept the loss of ordained purpose and meaning in 

human life.  Feeling bereft, many people struggled to come to terms with 

the loss of human specialness in nature.  Among writers in the years after 

the publication of Darwin’s research Thomas Hardy, in particular, 

wrestled with the idea that natural laws govern the human condition, laws 

that do not cherish human beings any more than other organisms.  One 

of Hardy’s central subjects is the anguish of lives constrained and defined 

by natural and social forces which are seldom understood by those caught 

within their power.  This course looks at some of the ways Thomas Hardy 

responds to, grapples with and applies, Charles Darwin’s ideas. 

 

 

 

Course Learning Objectives: 

Successful students who complete the course will: 

 Have a basic understanding of some of the effects of Darwin’s 

evolutionary biology 

 Have a clear understanding of some of the ways Darwin’s thinking 

affected parts of life far removed from biology 

 Be able to understand how Thomas Hardy adapted Darwin’s 

thinking into his writing so as to see the social and the emotional 

through Darwinian eyes 

 

Description of Class Method:  

The course will have a lecture-discussion format. Students should come 

to class with their textbook, having read the work scheduled for that day, 

and should be prepared to participate in class discussion. Frequently,

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references will be made by page number to specific passages in the text. 

Students are expected to turn off their cell phones and other electronic 

devices during class. All classes will include opportunity for student 

response and there will be no formal “tutorial” classes.

N.B. Participation marks are awarded according to the regularity with 

which you attend class, the frequency of your contributions to class 

discussion and the quality of those contributions.

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communities to translate ideals to action." (CAI Fundamental Values 

Project, 1999).

Being at university means engaging with a variety of communities in the 

pursuit and sharing of knowledge and understanding in ways that are 

clear, respectful, efficient, and productive.

All required papers may be subject to submission for textual similarity 

review to the commercial plagiarism detection software under license to 

the University for a detection of plagiarism.  All papers submitted for 

such checking will be included as source documents in the reference 

database for the purpose of detecting plagiarism of papers subsequently 

submitted to the system.  Use of the service is subject to the licensing 

agreement, currently between Western University and Turnitin.com. 

 

Computer-Marked Tests/exams 

 

Computer-marked multiple-choice tests and/or exams may be subject to 

submission for similarity review by software that will check for unusual 

coincidences in answer patterns that may indicate cheating. 

 

Clickers 

 

Personal Response Systems (“clickers”) may be used in some classes.  If 

clickers are to be used in a class, it is the responsibility of the student to 

ensure that the device is activated and functional.  Students must see 

their instructor if they have any concerns about whether the clicker is

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malfunctioning.  Students must use only their own clicker. If clicker 

records are used to compute a portion of the course grade: 

 the use of somebody else’s clicker in class constitutes a scholastic

Students whose absences are expected to last longer than 48 hours, or 

where the other conditions detailed in the policy are not met (e.g., work 

is worth more than 30% of the final grade, the student has already used 

2 self-reported absences, the absence is during the final exam period), 

may receive academic consideration by submitting a Student Medical 

Certificate (for illness) or other appropriate documentation (for 

compassionate grounds).  The Student Medical Certificate is available 

online at 

https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/medicalform.

All students pursuing academic consideration, regardless of type, must 

contact their instructors no less than 24 hours following the end of the 

period of absence to clarify how they will be expected to fulfill the 

academic responsibilities missed during their absence. Students are 

reminded that they should consider carefully the implications 

of postponing tests or midterm exams or delaying submission 

of work, and are encouraged to make appropriate decisions 

based on their specific circumstances.

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Students who have conditions for which academic accommodation is 

appropriate, such as disabilities or ongoing or chronic health conditions, 

should work with Accessible Education Services to determine 

appropriate forms of accommodation. 

Requests for Academic Consideration Using the Self-Reported 

Absence Form 

Students who experience an unexpected illness or injury or an 

extenuating circumstance (48 hours or less) that is sufficiently severe to 

temporarily render them unable to meet academic requirements (e.g., 

attending lectures or labs, writing tests or midterm exams, completing 

and submitting assignments, participating in presentations) should self-

declare using the online Self-Reported Absence portal.  This option 

should be used in situations where the student expects to resume 

academic responsibilities within 48 hours or less.   

 

The following conditions are in place for self-reporting of medical or 

extenuating circumstances: 

 

a. students will be allowed a maximum of two self-reported 

absences between September and April and one self-reported 

absence between May and August; 

 

b. any absences in excess of the number designated in clause a 

above, regardless of duration, will require students to present a 

Student Medical Certificate (SMC), signed by a licensed 

medical or mental health practitioner, detailing the duration and 

severity of illness, or appropriate documentation supporting 

extenuating circumstances to the Academic Counselling unit in 

their Faculty of registration no later than two business days after 

the date specified for resuming responsibilities. Please see section 

4 below for more details. 

 

c. The duration of the excused absence will be for a maximum of 

48 hours from the time the Self-Reported Absence form is 

completed through the online portal, or from 8:30 am the 

following morning if the form is submitted after 4:30 pm;  

 

d. The duration of the excused absence will terminate prior to 

the end of the 48 hour period should the student undertake 

significant academic responsibilities (write a test, submit a paper) 
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during that time; 

 

e. The duration of an excused absence will terminate at 8:30 am 

on the day following the last day of classes each semester 

regardless of how many days of absence have elapsed; 

 

f. Self-reported absences will not be allowed for scheduled final 

examinations; for midterm examinations scheduled during the 

December examination period; or for final lab examinations 

scheduled during the final week of term; 

 

g. Self-reporting may not be used for assessments (e.g. midterm 

exams, tests, reports, presentations, or essays) worth more than 

30% of any given course. 

 

h. students must be in touch with their instructors no later than 

24 hours after the end of the period covered by the Self-

Reported Absence form, to clarify how they will be expected 

to fulfil the academic expectations they may have missed during 

the absence.

(a) Medical Grounds for assignments worth 10% or more

University Senate policy, which can be found at, 

https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/accommodati

on_medical.pdf , requires that all student requests for accommodation 

on medical grounds for assignments worth 10% or more of the final 

grade be made directly to the academic advising office of the home 

faculty (for Huron students, the “home faculty” is Huron), with 

supporting documentation in the form (minimally) of the Senate-

approved Student Medical Certificate found at:

The documentation is submitted in confidence and will not be shown to 

instructors. The advisors will contact the instructor when the medical

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documentation is received, and will outline the severity and duration of 

the medical challenge as expressed on the Student Medical Certificate 

and in any other supporting documentation. The student will be 

informed that the instructor has been notified of the presence of 

medical documentation, and will be instructed to work as quickly as 

possible with the instructor on an agreement for accommodation. 

 

 The instructor will not normally deny accommodation where 

appropriate medical documentation is in place and where the duration it 

describes aligns with the due date(s) of assignment(s). Before denying a 

request for accommodation on medical grounds, the instructor will 

consult with the Dean. The instructor’s decision is appealable to the 

Dean. 

 

(b) Accommodation on Medical Grounds for 

assignments worth less than 10% of final grade: Consult 

Instructor Directly 

 

When seeking accommodation on medical grounds for assignments 

worth less than 10% of the final course grade, the student should 

contact the instructor directly. The student need only share broad 

outlines of the medical situation. The instructor may require the 

student to submit documentation to the academic advisors, in which 

case she or he will advise the student and inform the academic advisors 

to expect documentation. The instructor may not collect medical 

documentation. The advisors will contact the instructor when the 

medical documentation is received, and will outline the severity and 

duration of the medical challenge as expressed on the Student Medical 

Certificate and in any other supporting documentation. The student will 

be informed that the instructor has been notified of the presence of 

medical documentation, and will be instructed to work as quickly as 

possible with the instructor on an agreement for accommodation. 

 

The instructor will not normally deny accommodation where 

appropriate medical documentation is in place and where the duration it 

describes aligns with the due date(s) of assignment(s). Before denying a 

request for accommodation on medical grounds, the instructor will 

consult with the Dean. The instructor’s decision is appealable to the 

Dean. 

 

(c) Non-Medical Grounds: Consult your Instructor 

directly. 
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Where the grounds for seeking accommodation are not medical, the 

student should contact the instructor directly. Late penalties may apply 

at the discretion of the instructor. Apart from the exception noted 

below, academic advisors will not be involved in the process of 

accommodation for non-medical reasons.   

 

Where a student seeks accommodation on non-medical grounds where 

confidentiality is a concern, the student should approach an academic 

advisor with any documentation available. The advisors will contact the 

instructor after the student’s request is received, and will outline the 

severity and duration of the challenge without breaching confidence. The 

student will be informed that the instructor has been notified that 

significant circumstances are affecting or have affected the student’s 

ability to complete work, and the student will be instructed to work as 

quickly as possible with the instructor on an agreement for 

accommodation. Before denying a request for accommodation where 

documentation has been submitted to an academic advisor, the 

instructor will consult with the Dean. The instructor’s decision is 

appealable to the Dean.
