Course description and objectives

This course introduces and critically examines the
concept of “global development” and the discourses
and practices that we associate to it. The course
provides an interdisciplinary, critical perspective on
the practices people and institution have enacted in
the name of “development.” It does so by placing its
main focus on the historically ambiguous relationship
between “development” and capitalism.

The main goal of this course is to encourage a critical
awareness on “development” as something we do on
a global scale. We will explore the ways in which
people and institutions cope with the goals of
development, particularly when they relate to
addressing poverty and social inequality. In order to
accomplish this goal, students are asked to reflect on
the impact of global development discourses in our
daily lives and the ethical responsibility that comes
with it.

Assignments

This course requires an average time commitment of approximately eight hours per week.

Important Note on OWL Submissions. It is your responsibility to make sure that the
assignments have been submitted properly in OWL. Please double check to ensure the
assignment has been accepted. I recommend you do not wait until the last minute before the
deadline to submit the assignment. Plan ahead.

Each week, the course includes a series of readings (required and additional); a podcast
presentation; and at least a short video to introduce a new topic. To help you organize this
information and develop your critical reading skills, I have prepared weekly Study Guides for you to
complete and submit.

These guides will help you identify the assumptions, arguments, and research approaches used in
the material posted (required readings, podcast presentation, and media clips).

The length of each study guide varies, depending on the complexity of the weekly topic (word count
is included in each Study Guide).

Each Study Guide is listed as an Assignment in OWL and a link is provided in each Weekly Module.
Please check OWL to see details on how to submit and to find out about weekly deadlines.

I will grade these guides based on how thorough they are completed. I will use a grading rubric that I
will share with you in OWL.

You are required to write a final critical response to a set of questions that I will post near the end
of the term. These questions will be based on course material: podcast; multimedia material; and
required readings.

This assignment will be graded according to the organization of ideas, the clarity of the response
and the quality of your own assessment of the material. Citations are expected.

This final response (1200 - 1500 words) must be submitted electronically, via OWL.

The strengthening of your research skills is a major objective for
this course. This class gives you the possibility to submit your
research in a scaffolding manner: a proposal (i.e., a plan) and a

final version.

This assignment gives you the
opportunity to introduce the
case study you will focus on
for your research. This
proposal is a presentation of
your “plan” and it will
include: a clear research
question; a tentative
argument; and a preliminary
annotated bibliography (i.e.,
source of evidence that
supports argument).

Handout 1 offers g list of
research topics and additional
guidelines for this assignment
(OWL). The essay topics are
based on the course themes
and readings.

This essay is the outcome of
your research on the topic that
you have introduced in your
Proposal. In this essay, you will
have the opportunity to develop
your claim (i.e., argument) and
provide evidence to back it up.
The main goal of this
assignment is to help students
develop research and analytical
skills and to learn how to use
scholarly sources to develop
your thoughts and your writing.

This essay will be between
2,000 - 2,500 words in length.

Handout 8 provides specific
guidelines for this assignment
(OWL).

Students with a high class attendance record (i.e., 10 or more) and significant engagement
throughout the term will receive up to 3 marks added to the final grade. Grades in course
assignments are also taken into consideration for consideration of any bonus marks.

Computer-Marked Tests/Exams
Computer-marked multiple-choice tests and/or exams may be subject to submission for similarity review

by software that will check for unusual coincidences in answer patterns that may indicate cheating.

Clickers
Personal Response Systems (“clickers”) may be used in some classes. If clickers are to be used in a class,
it is the responsibility of the student to ensure that the device is activated and functional.

Academic Consideration for Missed Work

Students who are seeking academic consideration for missed work during the semester may submit a self-
reported absence form online provided that the absence is 48 hours or less and the other conditions
specified in the Senate policy at
https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/Academic_Consideration for absences.pdf
are met.

Students whose absences are expected to last longer than 48 hours, or where the other conditions detailed
in the policy are not met (e.g., work is worth more than 30% of the final grade, the student has already
used 2 self-reported absences, the absence is during the final exam period), may receive academic
consideration by submitting a Student Medical Certificate (for illness) or other appropriate documentation
(for compassionate grounds). The Student Medical Certificate is available online at
https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic policies/appeals/medicalform.pdf .

All students pursuing academic consideration, regardless of type, must contact their instructors no less
than 24 hours following the end of the period of absence to clarify how they will be expected to fulfill the
academic responsibilities missed during their absence. Students are reminded that they should
consider carefully the implications of postponing tests or midterm exams or delaying submission of
work, and are encouraged to make appropriate decisions based on their specific circumstances.

Students who have conditions for which academic accommodation is appropriate, such as disabilities or
ongoing or chronic health conditions, should work with Accessible Education Services to determine
appropriate forms of accommodation.



Requests for Academic Consideration Using the Self-Reported Absence Form

Students who experience an unexpected illness or injury or an extenuating circumstance (48 hours or less)
that is sufficiently severe to temporarily render them unable to meet academic requirements (e.g.,
attending lectures or labs, writing tests or midterm exams, completing and submitting assignments,
participating in presentations) should self-declare using the online Self-Reported Absence portal. This
option should be used in situations where the student expects to resume academic responsibilities within
48 hours or less.

Please note the following conditions that are in place for self-reporting of medical or extenuating
circumstances:

e Students will be allowed a maximum of two self-reported absences between September and
April and one self-reported absence between May and August;

e Any absences in excess of the number designated in clause a above, regardless of duration, will
require students to present a Student Medical Certificate (SMC), signed by a licensed medical or
mental health practitioner, detailing the duration and severity of illness, or appropriate
documentation supporting extenuating circumstances to the Academic Counselling unit in their
Faculty of registration no later than two business days after the date specified for resuming
responsibilities.

e Self-reported absences will not be allowed for scheduled final examinations; for midterm
examinations scheduled during the December examination period; or for final lab examinations
scheduled during the final week of term.

e Self-reporting may not be used for assessments (e.g. midterm exams, tests, reports, presentations,
or essays) worth more than 30% of any given course.

e Students must be in touch with their instructors no later than 24 hours after the end of the
period covered by the Self-Reported Absence form, to clarify how they will be expected to
fulfil the academic expectations they may have missed during the absence.

(a) Medical Grounds for assignments worth 10% or more of final grade: Go directly to
Huron Support Services/ Academic Advising, or email huronsss@uwo.ca .

University Senate policy, which can be found at,
https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/accommodation_medical.pdf , requires that
all student requests for accommodation on medical grounds for assignments worth 10% or more of the
final grade be made directly to the academic advising office of the home faculty (for Huron students, the
“home faculty” is Huron), with supporting documentation in the form (minimally) of the Senate-approved
Student Medical Certificate found at:

The documentation is submitted in confidence and will not be shown to instructors. The advisors will
contact the instructor when the medical documentation is received, and will outline the severity and
duration of the medical challenge as expressed on the Student Medical Certificate and in any other
supporting documentation. The student will be informed that the instructor has been notified of the
presence of medical documentation, and will be instructed to work as quickly as possible with the
instructor on an agreement for accommodation.



The instructor will not normally deny accommodation where appropriate medical documentation is in
place and where the duration it describes aligns with the due date(s) of assignment(s). Before denying a
request for accommodation on medical grounds, the instructor will consult with the Dean. The instructor’s
decision is appealable to the Dean.

(b) Accommodation on Medical Grounds for assignments worth less than 10% of final
grade: Consult Instructor Directly

When seeking accommodation on medical grounds for assignments worth less than 10% of the final
course grade, the student should contact the instructor directly. The student need only share broad outlines
of the medical situation. The instructor may require the student to submit documentation to the academic
advisors, in which case she or he will advise the student and inform the academic advisors to expect
documentation. The instructor may not collect medical documentation. The advisors will contact the
instructor when the medical documentation is received, and will outline the severity and duration of the
medical challenge as expressed on the Student Medical Certificate and in any other supporting
documentation. The student will be informed that the instructor has been notified of the presence of
medical documentation, and will be instructed to work as quickly as possible with the instructor on an
agreement for accommodation.

The instructor will not normally deny accommodation where appropriate medical documentation is in
place and where the duration it describes aligns with the due date(s) of assignment(s). Before denying a
request for accommodation on medical grounds, the instructor will consult with the Dean. The instructor’s
decision is appealable to the Dean.

(¢) Non-Medical Grounds: Consult Huron Support Services/ Academic Advising

Where the grounds for seeking accommodation are not medical (e.g. varsity sports, religious,
compassionate, bereavement) the student should contact an academic advisor directly. All
accommodation requests must include a completed Accommodation Request Form. Late penalties may
apply at the discretion of the instructor.

Where a student seeks accommodation on non-medical grounds where confidentiality is a concern, the
student should approach an academic advisor with any documentation available. The advisors will contact
the instructor after the student’s request is received, and will outline the severity and duration of the
challenge without breaching confidence. The student will be informed that the instructor has been notified
that significant circumstances are affecting or have affected the student’s ability to complete work, and
the student will be instructed to work as quickly as possible with the instructor on an agreement for
accommodation. Before denying a request for accommodation where documentation has been submitted
to an academic advisor, the instructor will consult with the Dean. The instructor’s decision is appealable
to the Dean.
