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COURSE DESCRIPTION 

 This course is an intensive study of the socio-cultural underpinnings of China’s domestic 
and international business practises. All lectures are in modern Chinese language. Discussion of 
selected readings from Chinese and English print and internet resources will give the student 
enhanced language and cultural skills crucial to understanding business interactions in China. 

The course provides an overview and analysis of Chinese business culture, typical 
behavioural patterns, and habits of thought from both Chinese and Western perspectives. Basic 
theories of practice pertaining to corporate cultures are introduced. Class presentations and 
discussions are based on study of real-world cases illustrative of Chinese business activities. 
Critical analysis of selected works will concentrate on advancing an awareness of the role of 
Chinese culture in business. 
 
COURSE LEARNING OBJECTIVES 

Throughout the course, the student will be invited to: 
1) Gain insight into the theories of culture for effective business interaction in China; 
2) Develop familiarity with key authors and current publications on cultural issues in 

Chinese business;  

3) Acquire skills to identify and evaluate the impact of culture on business activities; 
4) Demonstrate a capacity to research Chinese business culture using scholarly methods; 
5) Apply improved competence in communicating research results in modern standard 

Chinese. 

 
DESCRIPTION OF CLASS METHODS 

 Since our classes have moved online, we will not meet on OWL at the same time as was 
previously scheduled on Monday-Thursday, 9:30am-12:30pm. Instead, students will access all 
the lectures, readings, and written assignments via the course OWL site. The lectures provide 
outlines of the discussion topics and offer highlights of the selected cases along with relevant 
questions to equip students to give verbal and/or written answers.  



Students are expected to engage with the course material by actively participating in the OWL 
Forums and contributing meaningful questions and critical comments. On each Monday through 
Thursday, students will address the day’s Forum topic, following the posted instructions 
including due times. Check frequently the topic “Questions & Answers” to resolve any queries 
about the course activities. This is where the instructor and/or your fellow classmates collaborate 
to ensure effective, smooth delivery of the course. I don’t foresee the need for emails, except, if 
necessary, for making unique personal appointments.  
 
TEXTBOOKS AND OTHER REQUIRED RESOURCES 

No Required Textbook.   
Required Readings (in English or Chinese) are posted in the OWL Resources folder. 

They are selected from academic books, journals, newspapers, annual reports, and other Chinese 
and North American business sources. They are available online via Western Libraries or 
provided as webpages by internet links free of charge. In some cases, copyright restrictions may 
require Western ID and password. Students will see the necessary input details online.  

METHOD OF EVALUATION/ASSESSMENT 

Participation and Contribution  20% 
This involves individual work in class Forum discussions: summarizing readings, analyzing 
cases, presenting additional relevant information, posing thoughtful questions. Except for the 
first and the last class sessions, marks will be given for each topic as follows:  
0=non-participation, 1=participate but work not as instructed, 2=provide correct answers as 
asked, 3=present additional questions and comments.  

Written Projects    40% (2 x 20%) 
For each project, write an essay in Chinese of 1000 characters approximately, analyzing and 
reflecting on the elements of Chinese culture applicable in a selected business case presented 
in the course.  

Project 1 will be due on July 14. 从《致富经》案例中选择其一。 

Project 2 will be due on July 21. 从《与全世界做生意》案例中选择其一。 

用中文各写一篇简短议论，就你所选择的的实例，指出并说明案例展示了什么中国文化理念，

Submit each essay according to the specific requirements given in the OWL Assignments 
folder. Late submission penalty will apply. 
 

Research Paper     40%  
This assignment requires a research paper in Chinese of 3500 characters approximately, 
excluding references, footnotes, and word count, etc.. The paper should follow APA style. 
Students are to explore a particular topic in Chinese business culture chosen from the course’s 
required readings, analyzing the sources and comparing different presentations of and 
perspectives on the topic.  
Papers are due on July 23 in the OWL Assignments folder. Late submission penalty will 
apply.

Prerequisite and Antirequisite Information  
Students are responsible for ensuring that they have successfully completed all course prerequisites and 
that they have not completed any course antirequisites. Unless you have either the requisites for this 
course or written special permission from your Dean to enrol in it without them, you may be removed 
from this course and it will be deleted from your record.

A university is a place for fulfilling one's potential and challenging oneself, and this means rising to 
challenges rather than finding ways around them. The achievements in an individual’s university studies 
can only be fairly evaluated quantitatively through true and honest representation of the actual learning 
done by the student. Equity in assessment for all students is ensured through fair representation of the 
efforts by each.  
 
Acting with integrity at university constitutes a good set of practices for maintaining integrity in later life. 
Offences against academic integrity are therefore taken very seriously as part of the university’s work in 
preparing students to serve, lead, and innovate in the world at large. 
 
A university degree is a significant investment of an individual’s, and the public’s, time, energies, and 
resources in the future, and habits of academic integrity protect that investment by preserving the 
university’s reputation and ensuring public confidence in higher education. 
 

Students found guilty of plagiarism will suffer consequences ranging from a grade 
reduction, to failure in the course, to expulsion from the university. In addition, a formal 
letter documenting the offence will be filed in the Dean’s Office, and this record of the 
offence will be retained in the Dean’s Office for the duration of the student’s academic 
career at Huron University College.

Turnitin.com 
All required papers may be subject to submission for textual similarity review to the commercial 
plagiarism detection software under license to the University, for a detection of plagiarism.  All papers 
submitted for such checking will be included as source documents in the reference database for the 
purpose of detecting plagiarism of papers subsequently submitted to the system.  Use of the service is 
subject to the licensing agreement, currently between Western University and Turnitin.com. 
 
Computer-Marked Tests/exams 
Computer-marked multiple-choice tests and/or exams may be subject to submission for similarity review 
by software that will check for unusual coincidences in answer patterns that may indicate cheating. 
 
Clickers 
Personal Response Systems (“clickers”) may be used in some classes.  If clickers are to be used in a class, 
it is the responsibility of the student to ensure that the device is activated and functional.  Students must 
see their instructor if they have any concerns about whether the clicker is malfunctioning.  Students must 
use only their own clicker. If clicker records are used to compute a portion of the course grade: 

• the use of somebody else’s clicker in class constitutes a scholastic offence 

• the possession of a clicker belonging to another student will be interpreted as an attempt to 
commit a scholastic offence.

Students whose absences are expected to last longer than 48 hours, or where the other conditions detailed 
in the policy are not met (e.g., work is worth more than 30% of the final grade, the student has already 
used 2 self-reported absences, the absence is during the final exam period), may receive academic 
consideration by submitting a Student Medical Certificate (for illness) or other appropriate documentation 
(for compassionate grounds).  The Student Medical Certificate is available online at 
https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/medicalform.pdf . 

All students pursuing academic consideration, regardless of type, must contact their instructors no less 
than 24 hours following the end of the period of absence to clarify how they will be expected to fulfill the 
academic responsibilities missed during their absence. Students are reminded that they should 
consider carefully the implications of postponing tests or midterm exams or delaying submission of 
work, and are encouraged to make appropriate decisions based on their specific circumstances.

Information for Student Illness Reporting Tool Site 
Beginning March 18, 2020 at 9:00 a.m. all students are asked to use a new, online Student Illness 
Reporting Tool to track and monitor illnesses, whether the illness impacts the submission of course work 
or not.  The illness must be entered each day that you are ill.  When the notification is saved, an email is 
automatically sent to you for your records.  This tool takes the place of the need to submit a medical note 
and the Self-Reported Absence System used by undergraduate students.   
 
If you have self-reported and require accommodation for a deadline or an exam, please email your 
instructor directly with the details.

(if absence is not self-reported) 
 

(a) Medical Grounds for assignments worth 10% or more of final grade: Go directly to 
Huron Support Services/ Academic Advising, or email huronsss@uwo.ca . 

University Senate policy, which can be found at, 
https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/accommodation_medical.pdf , requires that 
all student requests for accommodation on medical grounds for assignments worth 10% or more of the 
final grade be made directly to the academic advising office of the home faculty (for Huron students, the 
“home faculty” is Huron), with supporting documentation in the form (minimally) of the Senate-approved 
Student Medical Certificate found at: 
https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/medicalform.pdf . 
 
The documentation is submitted in confidence and will not be shown to instructors. The advisors will 
contact the instructor when the medical documentation is received, and will outline the severity and 
duration of the medical challenge as expressed on the Student Medical Certificate and in any other 
supporting documentation. The student will be informed that the instructor has been notified of the 
presence of medical documentation, and will be instructed to work as quickly as possible with the 
instructor on an agreement for accommodation. 
 
 The instructor will not normally deny accommodation where appropriate medical documentation is in 
place and where the duration it describes aligns with the due date(s) of assignment(s). Before denying a 



request for accommodation on medical grounds, the instructor will consult with the Dean. The instructor’s 
decision is appealable to the Dean. 
 

(b) Accommodation on Medical Grounds for assignments worth less than 10% of final 
grade: Consult Instructor Directly 

When seeking accommodation on medical grounds for assignments worth less than 10% of the final 
course grade, the student should contact the instructor directly. The student need only share broad outlines 
of the medical situation. The instructor may require the student to submit documentation to the academic 
advisors, in which case she or he will advise the student and inform the academic advisors to expect 
documentation. The instructor may not collect medical documentation. The advisors will contact the 
instructor when the medical documentation is received, and will outline the severity and duration of the 
medical challenge as expressed on the Student Medical Certificate and in any other supporting 
documentation. The student will be informed that the instructor has been notified of the presence of 
medical documentation, and will be instructed to work as quickly as possible with the instructor on an 
agreement for accommodation. 
 
The instructor will not normally deny accommodation where appropriate medical documentation is in 
place and where the duration it describes aligns with the due date(s) of assignment(s). Before denying a 
request for accommodation on medical grounds, the instructor will consult with the Dean. The instructor’s 
decision is appealable to the Dean. 
 

(c) Non-Medical Grounds: Consult your Instructor directly. 

Where the grounds for seeking accommodation are not medical, the student should contact the instructor 
directly. Late penalties may apply at the discretion of the instructor. Apart from the exception noted 
below, academic advisors will not be involved in the process of accommodation for non-medical reasons.   
 
Where a student seeks accommodation on non-medical grounds where confidentiality is a concern, the 
student should approach an academic advisor with any documentation available. The advisors will contact 
the instructor after the student’s request is received, and will outline the severity and duration of the 
challenge without breaching confidence. The student will be informed that the instructor has been notified 
that significant circumstances are affecting or have affected the student’s ability to complete work, and 
the student will be instructed to work as quickly as possible with the instructor on an agreement for 
accommodation. Before denying a request for accommodation where documentation has been submitted 
to an academic advisor, the instructor will consult with the Dean. The instructor’s decision is appealable 
to the Dean.
