COURSE DESCRIPTION

Calendar Version:

Chinese and English translation to deepen understanding of theory and to enhance
language proficiency in business-oriented communication. This course continues Chinese
4440A/B: Translation 1. Students build competence through analyzing texts and deploying
strategies to resolve issues encountered in translating a variety of authentic and increasingly
complex business documents.

Prerequisite(s): Chinese 4440A/B or permission of the Department.

Expanded Version:

Students in the course are expected to have native or near native English and Chinese
language skills as well as a familiarity with business concepts, processes, and transactions. The
main focus of the course will be skill development and practice rather than linguistic or business
theory. While introducing the basics of translation theory as a framework for understanding
practices, the course will focus on the challenges specific to translation as a business practice.

Students will critically study a large number of translation examples in business contexts,
the topics of which are different from those of Chinese 4440A. Language-typical aspects of
source and target texts problematic for translation will be identified and intensively discussed in
class. Common mistakes and pitfalls that betray the translator, as well as useful methods or
“tips” to produce excellent versions, will be introduced from the readings. Successful translation
combines close reading and clear writing. By encountering actual business examples, students
will gain further insights into the vast field of translation and learn how to acquire translating
skills by trying their hand at translating Chinese to English and (less frequently) English to
Chinese.

COURSE LEARNING OBIJECTIVES

Working through selected translations in Chinese and English, this course will help students to:
e learn essential concepts and basic principles of language translation

acquire fundamental skills and techniques of business translation

improve reading and writing in business Chinese and English

appreciate fine translation work and avoid common mistakes and pitfalls

work in the field of English-Chinese translation for business.



DESCRIPTION OF CLASS METHODS

Our classes will be conducted entirely online. Due to time zones, synchronous attendance
will not be feasible for many students. Students can at any time access all the delivered lessons,
readings, and written assignments via the course OWL site. Check frequently the “Questions &
Answers” area to resolve any questions about course activities. This is where the instructor
and/or your classmates collaborate to ensure effective, smooth delivery of the course. Need for
communication beyond the Q&A is not foreseen. Unique personal appointments, if necessary,
can be arranged by email.

Class activities are divided into three phases: presentation, practice, and production.
In each phase, authentic materials of different genres are used for students in the classroom to
appreciate real-life challenges. After working through and reflecting on the variety of
translations presented, students learn to compare and identify different translation strategies and
techniques. They practice applying their knowledge to sentences and brief passages. Students
will produce their own increasingly sophisticated translations.

TEXTBOOKS AND OTHER REQUIRED RESOURCES

There is no required textbook for the course. Authentic materials are drawn from various
print and electronic sources. All required readings will be made available on the course OWL
site.

Technical requirements. Students are to have a reliable internet connection, and a laptop
or desktop computer with functional Chinese and English input methods, e.g. MS Office.

METHOD OF EVALUATION/ASSESSMENT
Class Participation 24% (24 x 1%)

Chinese-English/English-Chinese exercises will be completed as assigned by the
instructor. On each Tuesday and Thursday, students will be expected to read and comment on the
translation exercises, following the posted instructions. Participation is tracked online and any
relevant contribution will be accepted. For this component, everyone will begin the term with 24
points. Anyone found not to have participated on a given class day will have one point deducted.
More details are provided at the course OWL site.

Written Assignments 30% (2 x 15%)

Both will require the student to work individually to compare and critically comment on
assigned topical translation passages of about 300 to 500 words, using the translation techniques
studied in class. More details on OWL.

A late penalty of 10% per day will be applied.

Late submissions of more than 7 days will not be accepted for credit.

Assignment 1: Translation into Chinese Due: February 11
Assignment 2: Translation into English Due: March 18



Take-home Translation Project 46%

26%  Analyse and comment in Chinese on given versions of Chinese to English translation;

20% Translate two given passages from Chinese into English.

These will be unseen passages and each student will individually complete the project.
Detailed requirements will be viewable via the OWL site at 2:30pm, Tuesday, April 6.

Submit e-copy on class OWL by 8:30 pm EST, Monday, April 12.
Late submissions will not be accepted.

Academic Integrity: Importance and Impact

Being at university means engaging with a variety of communities in the pursuit and sharing of
knowledge and understanding in ways that are clear, respectful, efficient, and productive. University
communities have established norms of academic integrity to ensure responsible, honest, and ethical
behavior in the academic work of the university, which is best done when sources of ideas are properly
and fully acknowledged and when responsibility for ideas is fully and accurately represented.

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Computer-marked multiple-choice tests and/or exams may be subject to submission for similarity review
by software that will check for unusual coincidences in answer patterns that may indicate cheating.

Clickers
Personal Response Systems (“clickers”) may be used in some classes. If clickers are to be used in a class,
it is the responsibility of the student to ensure that the device is activated and functional. Students must
see their instructor if they have any concerns about whether the clicker is malfunctioning. Students must
use only their own clicker. If clicker records are used to compute a portion of the course grade:

Academic Consideration for Missed Work

Students who are seeking academic consideration for missed work during the semester may submit a self-
reported absence form online provided that the absence is 48 hours or less and the other conditions
specified in the Senate policy at
https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/Academic_Consideration for absences.pdf
are met.

Students whose absences are expected to last longer than 48 hours, or where the other conditions detailed
in the policy are not met (e.g., work is worth more than 30% of the final grade, the student has already
used 2 self-reported absences, the absence is during the final exam period), may receive academic
consideration by submitting a Student Medical Certificate (for illness) or other appropriate documentation
(for compassionate grounds). The Student Medical Certificate is available online at
https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/medicalform.pdf .

All students pursuing academic consideration, regardless of type, must contact their instructors no less
than 24 hours following the end of the period of absence to clarify how they will be expected to fulfill the
academic responsibilities missed during their absence. Students are reminded that they should
consider carefully the implications of postponing tests or midterm exams or delaying submission of
work, and are encouraged to make appropriate decisions based on their specific circumstances.

Students who have conditions for which academic accommodation is appropriate, such as disabilities or
ongoing or chronic health conditions, should work with Accessible Education Services to determine
appropriate forms of accommodation.

Requests for Academic Consideration Using the Self-Reported Absence Form

Students who experience an unexpected illness or injury or an extenuating circumstance (48 hours or less)
that is sufficiently severe to temporarily render them unable to meet academic requirements (e.g.,
attending lectures or labs, writing tests or midterm exams, completing and submitting assignments,
participating in presentations) should self-declare using the online Self-Reported Absence portal. This
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option should be used in situations where the student expects to resume academic responsibilities within
48 hours or less.

Please note the following conditions that are in place for self-reporting of medical or extenuating
circumstances:

e Students will be allowed a maximum of two self-reported absences between September and
April and one self-reported absence between May and August;

e Any absences in excess of the number designated in clause a above, regardless of duration, will
require students to present a Student Medical Certificate (SMC), signed by a licensed medical or
mental health practitioner, detailing the duration and severity of illness, or appropriate
documentation supporting extenuating circumstances to the Academic Counselling unit in their
Faculty of registration no later than two business days after the date specified for resuming
responsibilities.

o Self-reported absences will not be allowed for scheduled final examinations; for midterm
examinations scheduled during the December examination period; or for final lab examinations
scheduled during the final week of term.

o Self-reporting may not be used for assessments (e.g. midterm exams, tests, reports, presentations,
or essays) worth more than 30% of any given course.

e Students must be in touch with their instructors no later than 24 hours after the end of the
period covered by the Self-Reported Absence form, to clarify how they will be expected to
fulfil the academic expectations they may have missed during the absence.

Policy on “Academic” Accommodation - Medical / Non-Medical Grounds

(a) Medical Grounds for assignments worth 10% or more of final grade: Go directly to
Huron Support Services/ Academic Advising, or email huronsss@uwo.ca .

University Senate policy, which can be found at,
https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/accommodation_medical.pdf , requires that
all student requests for accommodation on medical grounds for assignments worth 10% or more of the
final grade be made directly to the academic advising office of the home faculty (for Huron students, the
“home faculty” is Huron), with supporting documentation in the form (minimally) of the Senate-approved
Student Medical Certificate found at:
https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/medicalform.pdf .

The documentation is submitted in confidence and will not be shown to instructors. The advisors will
contact the instructor when the medical documentation is received, and will outline the severity and
duration of the medical challenge as expressed on the Student Medical Certificate and in any other
supporting documentation. The student will be informed that the instructor has been notified of the
presence of medical documentation, and will be instructed to work as quickly as possible with the
instructor on an agreement for accommaodation.

The instructor will not normally deny accommodation where appropriate medical documentation is in
place and where the duration it describes aligns with the due date(s) of assignment(s). Before denying a
request for accommodation on medical grounds, the instructor will consult with the Dean. The instructor’s
decision is appealable to the Dean.
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(b) Accommodation on Medical Grounds for assignments worth less than 10% of final
grade: Consult Instructor Directly

When seeking accommodation on medical grounds for assignments worth less than 10% of the final
course grade, the student should contact the instructor directly. The student need only share broad outlines
of the medical situation. The instructor may require the student to submit documentation to the academic
advisors, in which case she or he will advise the student and inform the academic advisors to expect
documentation. The instructor may not collect medical documentation. The advisors will contact the
instructor when the medical documentation is received, and will outline the severity and duration of the
medical challenge as expressed on the Student Medical Certificate and in any other supporting
documentation. The student will be informed that the instructor has been notified of the presence of
medical documentation, and will be instructed to work as quickly as possible with the instructor on an
agreement for accommodation.

The instructor will not normally deny accommodation where appropriate medical documentation is in
place and where the duration it describes aligns with the due date(s) of assignment(s). Before denying a
request for accommodation on medical grounds, the instructor will consult with the Dean. The instructor’s
decision is appealable to the Dean.

(c) Non-Medical Grounds: Consult Huron Support Services/ Academic Advising

Where the grounds for seeking accommaodation are not medical (e.g. varsity sports, religious,
compassionate, bereavement) the student should contact an academic advisor directly. All
accommaodation requests must include a completed Accommodation Request Form. Late penalties may
apply at the discretion of the instructor.

Where a student seeks accommodation on non-medical grounds where confidentiality is a concern, the
student should approach an academic advisor with any documentation available. The advisors will contact
the instructor after the student’s request is received, and will outline the severity and duration of the
challenge without breaching confidence. The student will be informed that the instructor has been notified
that significant circumstances are affecting or have affected the student’s ability to complete work, and
the student will be instructed to work as quickly as possible with the instructor on an agreement for
accommodation. Before denying a request for accommodation where documentation has been submitted
to an academic advisor, the instructor will consult with the Dean. The instructor’s decision is appealable
to the Dean.
