Course Description

The course will begin by the basic overlapping generations model which emphasizes the microeconomic
foundations behind money. Next, we will study the role of financial markets, central banking and the con-
duct of monetary policy, and the role of monetary policies in the overall economy. The contents will be
discussed mostly in the Canadian context, but some international events will be addressed wherever neces-

sary.

Course Objectives

Upon completion of this course students will:
* Understand the basic mechanics of a monetary system
* Be able to critically evaluate the policies of central banks
* Be able to understand the communications of central bankers to the public and critically asses them.

* Be able to evaluate the linkage between the policies of central banks and financial markets

Class Methods

The course delivery will be a mix of synchronous and asynchronous.

* Asynchronous Lectures: Pre-recorded lecture will be posted on OWL during the 10:30-11:30 am Tues-
day time slot.

¢ Synchronous Lectures: The instructor will host synchronous online review sessions during the 9:30-
10:30 am Thursday time slot. This synchronous component will include discussions and/or review-
ing/extending material presented in the asynchronous lectures. The synchronous component will be
delivered using Zoom. The Zoom link will be posted on OWL. You must register your Zoom account
using your Western email.

e First lecture: The course will commence on Tuesday, January 12, at 10:30 am EDT via a synchronous
lecture. During this session, I will go over the course plan and answer any questions you have. The
Zoom link will be posted on OWL. You must register your Zoom account using your Western email.

Lectures will typically cover material from the textbook as well as supplementary sources. Each week, stu-
dents will be expected to watch the recorded lecture and read the assigned material before attending the
review session. I will post unannotated PDFs of the slides I use during lectures. The slides are not substitutes
for reading the textbook and listening to lectures; you must supplement the slides with your own notes for
them to be effective study aids. Assessments may test you on any material discussed during lectures and
review sessions.

* You will require to upload your original work in a digital format via OWL before 11:55 am (EDT) on due
dates. Late submissions will not be accepted and will receive a mark of zero.

* MyLab Weekly Assignments: Each chapter from Mishkin’s textbook will have associated practice ques-
tions to improve your understanding of the textbook. These questions will be available via MyLab and
are repeatable. Your final grade will be determined by how many of these you complete correctly. You
should submit your weekly assignments by 10:30 am on the following Tuesday.

* There will be no make-up tests for the missed midterm examination and assignments. Failure to write
the midterm exam will result in a grade of zero without proper documentation. A student who misses a
test must provide documentation to the counseling office (not the professor) and if this documentation
is accepted as a valid reason for missing a test then (and only then) the weight of the missed test will be
reallocated to the final exam. This is the only method of accommodation for missed tests that will be
used in this course.

* The group assignment includes

- Presentation (starting March 30): Each group is required to present one research article during
the synchronous sessions. The in-class presentation will be in the typical format of an academic
conference (15-20 min presentation + 5 min questions). The questions will be asked by me, and
two students (other than the presenters) that will be assigned to each presentation. Students will
be able to select the paper to present among a list of references that I will provide. The presenta-
tions will take place in the last two weeks of the classes. Summarize the article, the methodological
approach, and the results, focusing only on the important points. Explain how the paper fits into
the literature and present your critique. Your mark will depend on your understanding of the pa-
per, your organization, and your oral presentation. The expectation is that students present the
paper in such a way that the audience benefits.

» Place the paper into the context of the macroeconomic debate. Why does it matter?
» Highlight the main mechanism(s). How do the result arise?
+ State the main contribution and results. What are the main take-aways?

— Summarizing the article and submitting your summary (600-800 words, April 8): Your summary
should highlight the key aspects of the articles.

* The list for journal articles will be provided separately and posted on the course website.

* The final exam will be held during the April Examination Period as scheduled by the University.

Satisfactory Performance Criteria:

Students must fulfill all of the preceding course requirements in order to achieve a passing grade.

Academic Consideration for Missed Work

Students who are seeking academic consideration for missed work during the semester may submit a self-
reported absence form online provided that the absence is 48 hours or less and the other conditions
specified in the Senate policy at
https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/Academic_Consideration_for_absences.pdf
are met.

Students whose absences are expected to last longer than 48 hours, or where the other conditions detailed
in the policy are not met (e.g., work is worth more than 30% of the final grade, the student has already
used 2 self-reported absences, the absence is during the final exam period), may receive academic
consideration by submitting a Student Medical Certificate (for illness) or other appropriate documentation
(for compassionate grounds).

All students pursuing academic consideration, regardless of type, must contact their instructors no less
than 24 hours following the end of the period of absence to clarify how they will be expected to fulfill the
academic responsibilities missed during their absence. Students are reminded that they should
consider carefully the implications of postponing tests or midterm exams or delaying submission of
work, and are encouraged to make appropriate decisions based on their specific circumstances.

Students who have conditions for which academic accommodation is appropriate, such as disabilities or
ongoing or chronic health conditions, should work with Accessible Education Services to determine
appropriate forms of accommodation.
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Requests for Academic Consideration Using the Self-Reported Absence Form

Students who experience an unexpected illness or injury or an extenuating circumstance (48 hours or less)
that is sufficiently severe to temporarily render them unable to meet academic requirements (e.g.,
attending lectures or labs, writing tests or midterm exams, completing and submitting assignments,
participating in presentations) should self-declare using the online Self-Reported Absence portal. This
option should be used in situations where the student expects to resume academic responsibilities within
48 hours or less.

Please note the following conditions that are in place for self-reporting or medical of extenuating
circumstances:

e Students will be allowed a maximum of two self-reported absences between September and
April and one self-reported absence between May and August;

e Any absences in excess of the number designated in clause a above, regardless of duration, will
require students to present a Student Medical Certificate (SMC), signed by a licensed medical or
mental health practitioner, detailing the duration and severity of illness, or appropriate
documentation supporting extenuating circumstances to the Academic Counselling unit in their
Faculty of registration no later than two business days after the date specified for resuming
responsibilities.

o Self-reported absences will not be allowed for scheduled final examinations; for midterm
examinations scheduled during the December examination period; or for final lab examinations
scheduled during the final week of term.

o Self-reporting may not be used for assessments (e.g. midterm exams, tests, reports, presentations,
or essays) worth more than 30% of any given course.

e Students must be in touch with their instructors no later than 24 hours after the end of the
period covered by the Self-Reported Absence form, to clarify how they will be expected to
fulfil the academic expectations they may have missed during the absence.

University Senate policy, which can be found at,
https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/accommodation_medical.pdf , requires that
all student requests for accommodation on medical grounds for assignments worth 10% or more of the
final grade be made directly to the academic advising office of the home faculty (for Huron students, the
“home faculty” is Huron), with supporting documentation in the form (minimally) of the Senate-approved
Student Medical Certificate found at:

The documentation is submitted in confidence and will not be shown to instructors. The advisors will
contact the instructor when the medical documentation is received, and will outline the severity and
duration of the medical challenge as expressed on the Student Medical Certificate and in any other
supporting documentation. The student will be informed that the instructor has been notified of the
presence of medical documentation, and will be instructed to work as quickly as possible with the
instructor on an agreement for accommodation.
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The instructor will not normally deny accommodation where appropriate medical documentation is in
place and where the duration it describes aligns with the due date(s) of assignment(s). Before denying a
request for accommodation on medical grounds, the instructor will consult with the Dean. The instructor’s
decision is appealable to the Dean.

(b) Accommodation on Medical Grounds for assignments worth less than 10% of final
grade: Consult Instructor Directly

When seeking accommodation on medical grounds for assignments worth less than 10% of the final
course grade, the student should contact the instructor directly. The student need only share broad outlines
of the medical situation. The instructor may require the student to submit documentation to the academic
advisors, in which case she or he will advise the student and inform the academic advisors to expect
documentation. The instructor may not collect medical documentation. The advisors will contact the
instructor when the medical documentation is received, and will outline the severity and duration of the
medical challenge as expressed on the Student Medical Certificate and in any other supporting
documentation. The student will be informed that the instructor has been notified of the presence of
medical documentation, and will be instructed to work as quickly as possible with the instructor on an
agreement for accommodation.

The instructor will not normally deny accommodation where appropriate medical documentation is in
place and where the duration it describes aligns with the due date(s) of assignment(s). Before denying a
request for accommodation on medical grounds, the instructor will consult with the Dean. The instructor’s
decision is appealable to the Dean.

(c) Non-Medical Grounds: Consult Huron Support Services/ Academic Advising

Where the grounds for seeking accommaodation are not medical (e.g. varsity sports, religious,
compassionate, bereavement) the student should contact an academic advisor directly. All
accommodation requests must include a completed Accommodation Request Form. Late penalties may
apply at the discretion of the instructor.

Where a student seeks accommodation on non-medical grounds where confidentiality is a concern, the
student should approach an academic advisor with any documentation available. The advisors will contact
the instructor after the student’s request is received, and will outline the severity and duration of the
challenge without breaching confidence. The student will be informed that the instructor has been notified
that significant circumstances are affecting or have affected the student’s ability to complete work, and
the student will be instructed to work as quickly as possible with the instructor on an agreement for
accommodation.
