COURSE DESCRIPTION

The course examines the economic behaviour of consumers and firms, as well as the interaction between consumers and firms in the marketplace. 

COURSE OBJECTIVES

Students will analyze basic (hypothetical) economic problems developing their ability to apply standard optimization techniques to these problems.
