DESCRIPTION DU COURS  
Initiation à la lecture et l'analyse littéraire par le biais d’une approche diachronique ayant comme 
dates butoirs le 17e siècle et notre époque contemporaine. Le corpus à l’étude présente des 
œuvres complètes ainsi que des extraits d’origine française et francophone relevant de différents 
genres littéraires (contes, légendes, théâtre, nouvelle, roman, poésie, essai, etc.). Ce cours favorise 
la discussion et la créativité à travers notamment des ateliers d’écriture spontanée et de lecture 
vivante (pièce de théâtre, contes et poésie).  
 
OBJECTIFS 
 
À la fin de ce cours, les étudiant(e)s seront capables :  

• de faire des lectures en progression, c’est-à-dire de lire des textes littéraires dans une 
perspective analytique 

• de produire des analyses textuelles originales, bien argumentées et documentées 

• de discuter de manière critique avec des pairs d'un texte littéraire 

• de reconnaître un ensemble de procédés d’écriture et de figures de style et d'en 
démontrer les effets recherchés dans un texte ciblé 

• d'interpréter des textes produits à différentes époques à partir de théories et de 
méthodes d'analyse littéraires variées et en utilisant un vocabulaire spécialisé 

• de recenser des sources critiques, de reformuler la thèse de l'auteur et de l'utiliser dans

EXPLICATION DU BARÈME  
Examens 
L’examen final (avril) portera sur des textes d'auteurs étudiés en classe ou produits aux époques 
que nous aurons couvertes. L'évaluation comportera 4 questions d'analyse sur des extraits de 
textes.  
 
Devoirs  
Il y aura 4 devoirs à l’automne et 4 à l’hiver (300 - 400 mots) qui porteront sur le matériel vu en 
classe. Les réponses seront jugées sous 4 critères : démonstration, compréhension, organisation, 
langue. Deux de ces devoirs consistent en des présentations : la première est une lecture vivante 
seule ou en groupe d’une pièce de théâtre, la seconde, un atelier créatif où l’étudiant présente à 
la classe une technique d’écriture surréaliste. 
 
Dissertations + plans  
Les dissertations (1200-1500 mots) porteront sur l'une ou l'autre des lectures obligatoires et la 
problématique sera distribuée en classe. Il faut aussi rendre le plan de la dissertation, en discuter 
avec la professeure et y faire des modifications au besoin. Nous évaluerons la pertinence et 
l’originalité des arguments, la qualité de la recherche, la structure, le style et la correction 
grammaticale.  
Please note : Plagiarism detection software may be used in this course. Students may be required 
to submit their work in electronic form.  
 
Présence et participation 
La présence en classe est obligatoire. Il n’est pas possible de réussir ce cours en ne venant pas en 
classe. La participation tient compte de votre niveau de préparation et de la qualité de vos 
interventions. 
 
Policy on assistance with assignments:  
It is assumed that students will submit assignments that are the product of their own 
endeavours. Furthermore, students will not rely on online translators or other artificial 
intelligence to complete assignments. Students who require specific guidance concerning any 
part of an assignment should speak to the professor. Students should not permit their written 
work to be read or corrected by anyone other than the instructor to whom it is to be submitted.  
 
Policy on attendance and participation:  

•  Any student who, because of illness or another serious last-minute problem, cannot avoid  
being absent on the day when they are scheduled to make an oral presentation must inform the 
professor as soon as the problem arises. If, in the professor’s judgment, the circumstances 
warrant it, they may set a new date or assign a new topic for another date.  
Policy on attendance and participation grade:  

•  Class attendance will be recorded regularly. Participation is measured by the amount of your 
verbal output and interaction in class. It implies that you ask and answer questions, volunteer 
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information and observations, have your readings and homework done for every course, and 
actively become involved in class discussions. Your participation will be tracked and evaluated in 
terms of quality and quantity.  

•  A student in a FULL COURSE may miss two classes without penalty. Each subsequent absence 
beyond the non-penalized two classes will lower the participation mark by 0.5 of a percentage 
point if the student does not present proper documentation on medical or non-medical grounds.  
Any student who, in the opinion of the instructor, is absent too frequently from class or 
laboratory periods in any course will be reported to the Dean (after due warning has been given). 
On the recommendation of the Department, and with the permission of the Dean, the student 
will be debarred from taking the regular examination in the course.  
 
Policy on late assignments:  
A penalty of 2% per calendar day will apply to assignments and essays submitted after the 
deadline, up to seven days. If the student is unable to meet a deadline for reasons beyond 
his/her control, s/he should discuss the matter with the professor in advance and be prepared to 
give adequate justification.

Prerequisite and Antirequisite Information 

Students are responsible for ensuring that they have successfully completed all course prerequisites and 

that they have not completed any course antirequisites.Unless you have either the requisites for this 

course or written special permission from your Dean to enroll in it, you may be removed from this course 

and it will be deleted from your record. This decision may not be appealed.  You will receive no 

adjustment to your fees in the event that you are dropped from a course for failing to have the necessary 

prerequisites. 

 

Pandemic Contingency 

In the event of a COVID-19 resurgence during the course that necessitates the course delivery moving 

away from face-to-face interaction, all remaining course content will be delivered entirely online, 

typically using a combination of synchronous instruction (i.e., at the times indicated in the timetable) and 

asynchronous material (e.g., posted on OWL for students to view at their convenience). Any remaining 

assessments will also be conducted online at the discretion of the course instructor. In the unlikely event 

that changes to the grading scheme are necessary, these changes will be clearly communicated as soon as 

possible.

Personal Response Systems (“clickers”) may be used in some classes.  If clickers are to be used in a class, 

it is the responsibility of the student to ensure that the device is activated and functional.

Students must 

use only their own clicker. If clicker records are used to compute a portion of the course grade:

consideration by submitting a Student Medical Certificate (for illness) or other appropriate documentation 

(for compassionate grounds).  The Student Medical Certificate is available online at 

https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/medicalform.pdf. 

All students pursuing academic consideration, regardless of type, must contact their instructors no less 

than 24 hours following the end of the period of absence to clarify how they will be expected to fulfill the 

academic responsibilities missed during their absence. Students are reminded that they should 

consider carefully the implications of postponing tests or midterm exams or delaying submission of 

work, and are encouraged to make appropriate decisions based on their specific circumstances.

Policy on Academic Consideration for a Medical/ Non-Medical Absence 

 

(a) Consideration on Medical Grounds for assignments worth less than 10% of final grade: 

Consult Instructor Directly and Contact Academic Advising 

 

When seeking consideration on medical grounds for assignments worth less than 10% of the final course 

grade, and if the student has exceeded the maximum number of permissible Self-Reported absences, the 

student should contact the instructor directly. The student need only share broad outlines of the medical 

situation. The instructor may require the student to submit documentation to the academic advisors, in 

which case she or he will advise the student and inform the academic advisors to expect documentation. If 

documentation is requested, the student will need to complete and submit the Student Medical Certificate. 

The instructor may not collect medical documentation. The advisors will contact the instructor when the 

medical documentation is received, and will outline the severity and duration of the medical challenge as 

expressed on the Student Medical Certificate and in any other supporting documentation. The student will 

be informed that the instructor has been notified of the presence of medical documentation, and will be 

instructed to work as quickly as possible with the instructor on an agreement for accommodation. 

 

(b) Consideration on Non-Medical Grounds: Consult Huron Support Services/Academic 

Advising, or email huronsss@uwo.ca.    

 

Students seeking academic consideration for a non-medical absence (e.g. varsity sports, religious, 

compassionate, or bereavement) will be required to provide appropriate documentation where the 

conditions for a Self-Reported Absence have not been met, including where the student has exceeded the 

maximum number of permissible Self-Reported. All consideration requests must include a completed 

Consideration Request Form. Late penalties may apply at the discretion of the instructor.
