COURSE DESCRIPTION 

 

This course offers a survey of the major historical transformations of modern Africa from the 

late nineteenth century to the present, with special attention to a critical analysis of European 

imperial engagement on the continent. Students will be challenged to think critically about 

representations of Africa as a continent of poverty and external domination, and to appreciate 

instead something of the past and present diversity and complexity of the continent, the nuance 

of its integration in world history and current global affairs, and the possibilities and limits of its 

historical actors. 

 
 

COURSE LEARNING OBJECTIVES 

 

By the end of this course, students should be able to: 

 

1. Identify key concepts in—and articulate the basic chronology of—modern African 

history, describing elements of continuity and change over time and between diverse 

geographic contexts on the continent. 

2. Apply a critical lens to issues in, and representations of, historical colonialism in Africa. 
3. Analyze evidence in support of an argument in verbal and written forms of 

communication. 

4. Articulate the relevance of historical interpretation to current global issues. 

Course delivery with respect to the COVID-19 pandemic 

Although the intent is for this course to be delivered in-person, the changing COVID-19 landscape may 
necessitate some or all of the course to be delivered online, either synchronously (i.e., at the times 
indicated in the timetable) or asynchronously (e.g., posted on OWL for students to view at their 
convenience).

The ability to raise thoughtful questions, to 

make connections, to build constructively on the ideas of others, and to explore ways of 

resolving/pursuing questions, are as important as a demonstration of a mastery of “the facts.” 

Discussion grades will be based on reflection and self-evaluation. More detailed instructions will 

be provided. 
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Critical Museums Assignment 

Short answer questions focussed on the role of museums and collecting in shaping narratives of 

colonial African history. Assignment will be completed during class time. More detailed 

instructions will be provided. 

 

Essay Assignment 

An argumentative essay of 6-8 pages (double spaced, 2.54 cm margins, 12 pt Times New 

Roman) analyzing the text Amié Césaire, Resolutely Black: Conversations with Françoise

Mandatory Use of Masks in Classrooms 
Students will be expected to wear triple layer non-medical masks at all times in the classroom as per Huron 

policy and public health directives.

Personal Response Systems (“clickers”) may be used in some classes.  If clickers are to be used in a class, it 

is the responsibility of the student to ensure that the device is activated and functional.

Students must use 

only their own clicker. If clicker records are used to compute a portion of the course grade: 

 the use of somebody else’s clicker in class constitutes a scholastic offence

Academic Consideration for Missed Work 

Students who are seeking academic consideration for missed work during the semester may submit a self-

reported absence form online provided that the absence is 48 hours or less and the other conditions 

specified in the Senate policy at 

https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/accommodation_illness.pdf are met. 

 

Students whose absences are expected to last longer than 48 hours, or where the other conditions detailed 

in the policy are not met (e.g., work is worth more than 30% of the final grade, the student has already used 

2 self-reported absences, the absence is during the final exam period), may receive academic consideration 

by submitting a Student Medical Certificate (for illness) or other appropriate documentation (for 

compassionate grounds).  The Student Medical Certificate is available online at 

https://www.uwo.ca/univsec/pdf/academic_policies/appeals/medicalform.pdf. 

All students pursuing academic consideration, regardless of type, must contact their instructors no less than 

24 hours following the end of the period of absence to clarify how they will be expected to fulfill the

Policy on Academic Consideration for a Medical/ Non-Medical Absence 

 

(a) Consideration on Medical Grounds for assignments worth less than 10% of final grade: 

Consult Instructor Directly and Contact Academic Advising 

 

When seeking consideration on medical grounds for assignments worth less than 10% of the final course 

grade, and if the student has exceeded the maximum number of permissible Self-Reported absences, the 

student should contact the instructor directly. The student need only share broad outlines of the medical 

situation. The instructor may require the student to submit documentation to the academic advisors, in 

which case she or he will advise the student and inform the academic advisors to expect documentation. If 

documentation is requested, the student will need to complete and submit the Student Medical Certificate. 

The instructor may not collect medical documentation. The advisors will contact the instructor when the 

medical documentation is received, and will outline the severity and duration of the medical challenge as 

expressed on the Student Medical Certificate and in any other supporting documentation. The student will 

be informed that the instructor has been notified of the presence of medical documentation, and will be 

instructed to work as quickly as possible with the instructor on an agreement for accommodation. 

 

(b) Consideration on Non-Medical Grounds: Consult Huron Support Services/Academic 

Advising, or email huronsss@uwo.ca.    

 

Students seeking academic consideration for a non-medical absence (e.g. varsity sports, religious, 

compassionate, or bereavement) will be required to provide appropriate documentation where the conditions 

for a Self-Reported Absence have not been met, including where the student has exceeded the maximum 

number of permissible Self-Reported. All consideration requests must include a completed Consideration 

Request Form. Late penalties may apply at the discretion of the instructor.
