The test fee is non refundable.

In principle, you will not be permitted to change your test site or test level after the Application
Form has been submitted to the local host institution.

If your application materials are not complete, due to such as some omission in your Applica-
tion Form or incomplete payment of the test fee, or if the statement in your Application
Form are proven to be untrue, or if you violate rules prescribed by the local host institutions,
your Application Form may not be accepted by the Japan Foundation/the local host institutions
in order to insure fair and smooth test operation. Your application may be cancelled if one or
more of those situations come to light, even after your Application Form has been accepted.
If you are not able to submit your Application Form in person, submission by a representa-
tive, such as a family member or friend, is permitted. Please note, however, that any mis-
takes on the Application Form presented by your representative may not be amended.
Generally, examinees will receive their Test Vouchers from the local host institution with-
in two weeks after the application period ends. If your Test Voucher does not arrive
within those two weeks, please contact the local host institution.

Notwithstanding the above, examinees may apply to have their test fees refunded if the test
is not available due to force majeure (such as natural disaster or strike by public transpor-
tation workers). In such instances, the examinees should contact their local host institution
for further details. Please note that, in any event, the Japan Foundation is unable to bear
responsibility for compensating examinees for their inconvenience or for refunding expenses
or other damages incurred.

Please apply for the test after thoroughly reading, understanding and agreeing to the condi-
tions printed in this Test Guide.

(2) About Special Testing Accommodations

3 . Misconduct

As mentioned in above (D, the use of mobile phones (and all other devices with photographing and
communicating functions) is not permitted until the end of the test, including during breaks, since the test

4 . Test Results

Starting with the test in 2025 (December), the Common European Framework of Reference for
Languages (CEFR) level, corresponding to the total score, will be indicated for reference in the "Certifi-
cate of Result and Scores" and in the online test results announcement.

(1) Certificates

All examinees will be issued a "Certificate of Result and Scores" through their local host institution at
which they took the test by early March, 2026. Those examinees who successfully pass each level will
also be issued a "Certificate of Japanese-Language Proficiency." If you have not been issued your certif
icate by the end of March, please contact your local host institution.

Please direct all inquiries about notif ication of test results (including how they are delivered) to the local
host institution where you took the test, instead of the Japan Foundation. Neither the Japan Foundation
nor the local host institutions will be able to respond to any inquiries regarding test scores.
“Certif icate of Result and Scores” and “Certif icate of Japanese-Language Prof iciency” with
errors (eg. Name, date of birth) will be corrected and re-issued only if they are reported within a year
from the test date. Request for correction due to the change of your name caused after the test date
will NOT be accepted. The conditions for correction and reissuance depend on each local host institu-
tion.
